Chinese Writing.

The Chinese have developed a form of picture writing.  Instead of words that have sounds, the Chinese language uses pictures instead.  These pictures are called ideograms.

Each ideogram stands for a word in the Chinese language, but there is no way of knowing how to say the word.

People in different parts of China speak different forms of Chinese.  They may even use different sounds for the same ideogram, but everyone knows what the ideogram stands for, so even if they cannot understand each others spoken words, they can still read the same books and newspapers.

The Chinese were the first people to make paper from wood pulp.  They wrote with ink and brushes and took great care to make their writing look beautiful.
