Yin and yang

Explain that the forces of yin and yang are still very important and that Chinese religion sprang from these basic beliefs about life and nature.  Everything is 

com​posed of yin and yang.  In the natural world they are in balance, but people can upset that balance. In order to

illustrate this, let the children draw pairs of scales with examples and explanations.
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Caring for the earth

Extend the above activity by discussing the concept

responsibility and the need for people to protect our earth and its resources. Whatever our fundamental beliefs, we should all take great care of the world. Children can write their own views on this, beginning with the words: ‘The Chinese believe that out of chaos came order and balance. It seems that, in some ways. people are turning the balance back to chaos ... This activity could be an excellent lead into a subsequent topic on environmental issues or conservation dealing in much greater depth with how the activities of people are causing problems for the earth and its resources.
